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ABSTRACT
[bookmark: _GoBack]An abstract is a single paragraph, without subheadings, indentation or references. It should be an explicit summary of your presentation that states the problem, the objectives, the methods used, and the major results and conclusions. The first part of your abstract should state the problem or issue you set out to solve and explain your rationale for pursuing the research. The purpose of your study is to solve this problem or to add your discipline’s understanding of the issue. Your abstract should indicate the results or outcomes of the work you have done. The abstract should close with a statement of the research implications and contributions to its field. It should be single-spaced in 11-point Times New Roman. Do not include bullets/lists in the abstract. Be sure to the word limitation for the abstract 175 -275 words. The abstract should be submitted in the format of MS Word (.doc or .docx) document. Keywords should be given leaving one-line space below this text.
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
